The Boswell Tim’s Ford Treatment Facility was built and approved with an effluent limit of 24,700 gpd. Existing installed items are as follows (58 ft x 96 ft) Recirculating Media Filter (RMF) Treatment System, 5,000-gal recirculation tank, control building and 14.63 acres of drip dispersal as the land application, 6 drip dispersal zones at 5,850 LF per zone, installed on the existing treatment facility property. This facility will be designed to serve the sewage needs of the Boswell Tim’s Ford service territory.
