General Facility Standards – Overall Performance Standard- The potential for releases of solid wastes or solid waste constituents to the environment except in a manner authorized by state and local air pollution control, water pollution control, and/or waste management agencies;

General Facility Standards – Overall Performance Standard - The facility has an artificial or natural barrier which completely surround the facility and a means to control entry, at all times, through the gate or other entrances to the facility;


	Policy5: Citation Reference: 0400-11-01-.02(2)(a)1(iv)
General Facility Standards – Overall Performance Standard – The facility, if open to the public, has clearly visible and legible signs at the points of public access which indicate the hours of operation, the general types of waste materials the either will or will not be accepted, emergency telephone numbers, schedule of charges (if applicable), and other necessary information;

       General Facility Standards – Overall Performance Standard – Trained personnel are always present during operating hours to operate the facility;

	Policy7: Citation Reference: 0400-11-01-.02(2)(a)1(vi)
General Facility Standards – Overall Performance Standard – The facility has adequate sanitary facilities, emergency communications (e.g., telephone), and shelter available for personnel;

General Facility Standards – Overall Performance Standard - The facility must be located, designed, constructed, operated, maintained, and closed in such a manner as to minimize the propagation, harborage, or attraction of birds and flies, rodents, or other disease vectors; 

	Cit1: Policy
Generally, but not always, potential for explosions would be associated with the accumulation of gas from waste in confined situations such as within a structure. Every effort must be used to limit the accumulation of gas and the presence of flammables and explosives at the facility.  Inspections of suspicious loads can aid in this.



	Cit2: Policy

Every effort must be used to control the release of solid wastes and constitutes into the environment.  This can be by use of site design (i.e. sloping of the facility toward a collection point), fencing, walls of other structures to contain solid waste.  Additionally, many Permit by Rule facilities are require disposal of all wastes by the end of the work day.

	Cit3: Policy

If the public had access to the transfer station when it was not in operation, scavenging, burning, and indiscriminate dumping would be possible. Resources would then have to be diverted from normal operations to restore acceptable conditions. For this reason, public access should be limited to clearly posted hours that are consistent with their permit—if not, a V1 violation should be cited. This violation concerns public access and not facility operation.

	Cit4: Policy

The required barrier is intended to prohibit vehicular traffic (or easy foot traffic) from entering the facility when not in operation. “Natural barriers” are usually described on plans or addressed in permit. “Artificial barriers” includes gates, cables, fencing, or other artificial means of controlling access (and are also usually described in the permit by rule notification). A violation can be cited if evidence of access exists; there should be clear indications of non-controlled access before a violation is cited. If a breach in barrier by more natural means (e.g., tree fallen on fence, etc.) is observed, an area of concern may be issues and a chance given to avoid a V1 violation. If nothing is corrected upon follow-up, a V1 violation should be cited

	Cit5: Policy

Signage is usually described in the facility’s permit by rule. The regulatory requirement of this signage requires, at the very least, visible and legible signs at points of public access (if they are open to the public) that describes hours of operation, types of waste materials that will or won’t be accepted, emergency numbers, schedule of charges (if applicable), and any other necessary information.
Questions regarding this violation should typically default to what is described in their permit by rule. Also, as a reference, please refer to TCA 68-211-703(h) for more information on signage. However, it is possible that extreme weather events may occur (e.g. flooding or severe snow/ice storms) and consideration of such events should be given. The facility operator has the ability to adjust and modify daily operating hours in inclement weather conditions to ensure customer and employee safety at the facility.

	Cit6: Policy

Trained personnel must be on site during all hours of operation.  If trained personnel are not present during operating hours, a V1 may be cited.

	Cit7: Policy

These conditions should be covered in the permit by rule and should be described as in the rule above. Bottle water and portable toilets are acceptable for satisfying this requirement. If those conditions are not met, a V1 violation should be cited. If not corrected by a follow-up date or next inspection, a V2 violation may be cited.

General Facility Standards – Overall Performance Standard – The facility’s access road(s) are constructed so as to be accessible in all weather conditions;


	Policy10: Citation Reference: 0400-11-01-.02(2)(a)1(viii)
General Facility Standards – Overall Performance Standard – Except for composting facilities utilizing landscaping and land clearing wastes only, all waste handling (including loading and unloading) at the facility is conducted on paved surfaces;

General Facility Standards – Overall Performance Standard – There is no storage of solid wastes at the facility except in the containers, bins, lined pits or on paved surfaces, designated for such storage;

General Facility Standards – Overall Performance Standard – Except for incinerators or energy recovery units, there is no burning of solid wastes at the facility;

General Facility Standards – Overall Performance Standard – There is no scavenging of solid wastes at the facility and any salvaging is conducted at safe, designated areas and times;


	Policy14: 	Citation Reference: 0400-11-01-.02(2)(a)1(xii)
General Facility Standards – Overall Performance Standard – Wind dispersal of solid wastes at or from the facility is adequately controlled, including the daily collection and proper disposal of windblown litter and other loose, unconfined solid wastes;

General Facility Standards – Overall Performance Standard – All liquids which either drain from solid wastes or are created by wash down of equipment at the facility go to either:
(I)	A wastewater treatment facility permitted to receive such wastewaters under T.C.A. 69-3-101 et seq. (Tennessee Water Quality Control Act, or
(II)	Other methods approved by the Commissioner.

General Facility Standards – Overall Performance Standard – The facility receives no special wastes unless:
(I)	Such receipt has been specially approved in writing by the Department, and

	Cit16: policy
Any special waste accepted by the facility MUST be approved by the Division.  If a special waste is received without prior approval or if approved but being handled in such a manner as to be outside the approved handling requirements then a V2 violation should be cited.  A special waste by its definition and/or composition may be a risk to the environment if not properly managed. 

	Cit15: 	The facility most have some method to collect liquid residue from the waste and all wash down water that may be created.  This would be defined in the permit by rule.   If this structure is not operating properly or the facility is being operated in a manner to render this structure ineffective then a V1 violation may be cited. If this leachate leaves containment then a V2 violation would be cited.  Additionally, a violation may be cited for release of a solid waste.
	Cit14: Policy
This violation concerns windblown litter.  There should be structures in place to prevent windblown litter from leaving the site perimeter.  Any litter that leaves the perimeter of the site is a V1 violation.  All windblown litter on the site is to be picked and removed for proper disposal daily.  This would be before the close of business.  If this cannot be completed then a V1 violation may be issued.

	Cit13: Policy
An important distinction for this violation is the difference between approved salvaging/recycling operations for the separation of reusable materials and scavenging from the public. Scavenging is prohibited; the transfer station should be actively prohibiting this practice. Salvaging must be conducted as stated above and be listed in the permit.

	Cit12: Policy

Open burning at a transfer station is not allowed unless there is a specific device or structure on site to perform this operation.  If such a device or structure is being used it will be stated in the Permit by Rule or have a permit from the Division of Air Pollution Control.  If open burning is occurring then a V1 violation would be issued and the Division of Air Pollution Control notified.

	Cit11: 	Policy
All solid wastes that are stored at the facility must be properly stored.  This is not about operations and waste that is being processed.  If waste is not being stored properly then a V1 violation may be issued.  Improperly stored wastes have a high potential to release into the environment.

	Cit10: Policy

All solid wastes must be handled on a paved surface.  Permit by rule conditions will generally state how this paved surface must be constructed.  If the paved surface has deteriorated to the point of slowing operations or having the potential to release solid waste or it’s constitutes into the environment then a V1 violation may be cited.  




	Cit9: Policy 
If the facility is not accessible and/or potentially dangerous to access due to poor road conditions, a V1 violation should be cited. A non-corrected V1 violation can trigger a significant V2 violation upon follow-up. This regulatory language states that roads must be maintained so as to be accessible in all weather conditions. Weather can potentially affect normal operations and impede regular operations however, roads should be maintained in order to not drastically slow or stop operations.

General Facility Standards – Overall Performance Standard – The operator can demonstrate, at the request of the Commissioner, that alternative arrangements (e.g., contracts with other facilities) for the proper processing or disposal of the solid wastes his facility handles are available in the event his facility can not operate;

General Facility Standards – Overall Performance Standard – The facility has properly maintained and located fire suppression equipment (e.g., fire extinguishers, water hoses) continuously available in sufficient quantities to control accidental fires that may occur;


	Policy20: Citation Reference: 0400-11-01-.02(2)(a)1(xviii)
General Facility Standards – Overall Performance Standard – The facility is finally closed by removal of all solid wastes and solid waste residues for proper disposal.  The operator must notify the Division Director in writing of his completion of closure of the facility.  Such notification must include a certification by the operator that the facility has been closed by removal of all solid waste and residues.  Within 21 days of the receipt of such notice the Division Director shall inspect the facility to verify that closure has been completed.  Within 10 days of such verification, the Commissioner shall approve the closure in writing to the operator.  Closure shall not be considered final and complete until such approval has been made.

Duty to Comply – The permittee must comply with all conditions of this permit-by-rule, unless otherwise authorized by the Department in writing.  Any permit-by-rule noncompliance constitutes a violation of the Act and is grounds for assessment of civil penalties by the Commission.

General Facility Standards – Overall Performance Standard – All permit by rule facilities shall keep any records that are required by these rules and a copy of its permit by rule authorization at the facility or at another location approved by the Department

Duty to Comply – The permittee must comply with all conditions of this permit-by-rule, unless otherwise authorized by the Department in writing.  Any permit-by-rule noncompliance constitutes a violation of the Act and is grounds for assessment of civil penalties by the Commission.

	Policy22: Citation Reference: 0400-11-01-.02(2)(a)
General Facility Standards – Overall Performance Standard – All permit by rule facilities shall keep any records that are required by these rules and a copy of its permit by rule authorization at the facility or at another location approved by the Department.


	Cit17: Policy
The facility must have provisions for alternative waste handling in place or it is a violation of the permit by rule conditions.  If it is found that there is no alternative waste handling available then a V1 violation may be issued.


	Cit18: Policy
This violation is typically permit-specific. In the permit by rule, the operations manual should describe whether the facility is covered by a fire department or if the facility will use on-site fire suppression equipment. If a number of fire suppression units are either uninspected as required by law or inoperable then a V1 should be cited.  If a predominant number fall into this category then a V2 may be warranted.


	Cit20: Policy
Closure should be conducted as stated above. Any deviation from the above closure procedure must be approved by the Division. If these deviations are not approved or any of the above referenced closure procedures are not met, then a violation should be cited.



	Cit21: Policy
The facility may only accept wastes that are authorized in the permit by rule notification.  If this condition is not met, a V1 violation should be cited. If not corrected by a follow-up date, a significant V2 violation can be cited.


	Cit22: Policy
These conditions should be covered in the permit by rule.  These could include volume of waste received, any special waste received, disposal location and any other records deemed necessary by the Division. If those conditions are not met, a V1 violation should be cited. If not corrected by a follow-up date, a significant V2 violation may be cited.

	Cit23: Policy
The authorization letter from the Division must be onsite and available.  If this condition is not met, a V1 violation should be cited. If not corrected by a follow-up date or next inspection, a significant V2 violation may be cited.  While not a required, it is advisable to have this laminated and framed on site.

	Cit24: Policy
If operations do not comply with the conditions of the permit-by-rule, a V1 violation should be cited. If not corrected by a follow-up date or next inspection, a significant V2 violation may be cited.

	AdditionalComments: No waste is handled inside the building. The only things stored inside the building are clean, empty containers and equipment. Waste is stored in trailers. There were two 53' trailers parked outside the building today.

Trilogy utilizes an area inside a warehouse that is enclosed by a locked "cage". Trilogy's area is secure and is very clean. All relevant information is posted on a corkboard on one wall inside the cage. Information posted included, among other paperwork, an emergency action plan, the facility authorization letter, and corporate safety information.

There is a labeled spill kit inside the cage area. 

No one was on site during my inspection, but I was able to ask questions of multiple Trilogy staff based in Nashville over the phone while I was on site. The on-site staffing is consistent with their permit-by-rule terms.

No violations observed.
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
